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Ne 38 from July 03, 2013 to the national draughts federations
Dear Sirs,

As you know, September 23, 2013 in Wageningen, Netherlands, the FMJD will hold a regular
report-back election General Assembly . We reviewed the agenda of the GA and drew attention to
paragraph 11 (Proposals from and about the section 64). As we understand, it is assumed that the
General Assembly is to discuss issues related to the FMJD Section-64.

We believe that these issues are very important and should be considered under agenda
item 4 before the election procedure.

We see our work exclusively within the FMJD and propose to the General Assembly to discuss
and decide on the following matters:

* To enshrine in the Statutes the new Section-64 brand name *International Draughts
Federation™. Base: case law, like Checkers Section:
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» To enshrine in the FMJD Statutes responsibility and rights of the Section 64 to develop
not only Russian and Brazilian versions but all other kinds of draughts on 64-squared board
(except checkers). Base: current management of the FMJD develops only draughts-100. The
organization that develops different versions of draughts-64 under the brand of the FMJD is already
exists in the FMJD structure. Delegation of authority of development of all other kinds of draughts-
64 to this organization is much more efficient and effective than creation of several new structures.

* To enshrine in the Statutes the principle of non-interference in the affairs of the Section
of each other. Base: The Federation of countries, developing some kinds of draughts should not
have an impact on decision-making for the development of other kinds of draughts (conflict of
interests).

» To discuss the conditions of draughts-64 players participation in the competition of
SportAccord and IMSA, and redirections of financial revenues from these organizations.
Base: the FMJD President is responsible for all draughts concluded by the FMJD and he had no
right to act only in the interests of draughts-100 making contract with the SportAccord and IMSA,
this is a gross violation of his official duties. It is necessary to examine the contract. Proposal of the
Section-64 on the distribution of places and money - 50% / 25% / 25% for the draughts-100,
checkers and draughts-64 respectively.

» To enshrine in the Statutes status of international games for Russian and Brazilian
versions of draughts-64 and for checkers. Base: competitions for these types of draughts are
involved a lot of players form a large number of countries, so these versions of draughts can not be
considered as only national.
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Most of National Federations - the FMJD members have talked in the GA in Lille that draughts-
100 and draughts-64 should develops within the FMJD not in harm of each other.

However, after the Assembly in Lille the FMJD Board took in relation to the Section-64 and
draughts-64 clearly hostile position, due to the fact that the idea of changing the structure of FMJD
not supported by the majority of national federations. The separatist actions of the FMJD Board
currently causing great harm to the draughts in the world.

Section-64, as well as the FMJD member federations do not want to split and the war between
draughts-100 and draughts-64. We want the various types of draughts successfully developing in
the framework of a global organization. Section-64 is aimed at constructive discussion and
development of suitable solutions for the benefit of draughts.

National federations, choosing the FMJD Board for the next term, should really understand the
Board's plans, perspectives and ways of development of the FMJD and various types of draughts
within the FMJD. That is why the issues of the Section-64 should be considered prior to the
election.

Positive solution of questions of Section-64 would allow to hold the General Assembly in the
business, working environment, raise the image of the FMJD as the main organization in the world
that develops on an equal basis various types of draughts, to avoid the chaos and scandals that can
create big problems for all kinds of draughts, until the exclusion of draughts from SportAccord and
IMSA.
