The International Draughts Federation (IDF) in accordance with the Calendar of the competitions in
2023 holds in Tiirkiye World Youth Draughts-64 Championship.

1. Venue and dates

Venue: The Beach Club Doganay Hotel 5*, Alanya

Address: Konakli Mah. Mustafa Kemal Blv. N0:289 Alanya/Antalya (Tiirkiye).
Dates: From October 20 (arrival day) to October 29 (departure day), 2023

The credentials committee will work on October 20 from 16.00 to 22.00.

2. Competition program.

Competitions are personal.

Competitions are held separately among boys and girls.
Competitions are held in three disciplines:

1) Classic game - international version of draughts-64.
2) Blitz game - international version of draughts-64.

3) Rapid game - Brazilian version of draughts-64.

3. Participants

Juniors - boys and girls up to 27 years old (born in 1997-2003);

Juniors - boys and girls up to 20 years old (born in 2004-2006);

Cadets - boys and girls up to 17 years old (born in 2007-2009);

Mini-cadets - boys and girls up to 14 years old (born in 2010-2012);

Hopes - boys and girls up to 11 years old (born in 2013-2014);

Mini-hopes - boys and girls up to 9 years old (born in 2015 and younger).

Younger players can take part in age groups up to 27, 20, 17, 14, 11 years old.

Standings of the World Championship among students have been established in the age groups of
Juniors - boys and girls up to 27 and 20 years old.

4. Requirements for participants

Players of national federations — IDF members are allowed to participate in the competition.

The International Draughts Federation has the right to invite players from countries that are not IDF
members or individual players.

Players from the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus can only compete in a neutral
status.

No more than 6 players from each national federation are allowed to participate in each age group.
Additional places can be provided:

2 places for organizers, 2 places by the IDF decision, places for sponsors (all these places can be
transferred to any federation), 1 place in case of an odd number of participants in the age group.

Participants are required to know and comply with the Rules and Regulations of the competition.
Participants are required to comply with the dress code during the competition and at the opening
and closing ceremonies: to participate in competitions in clothing corresponding to the rank of the
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competition; have clothes for the opening and closing ceremonies: dark trousers and a light shirt for
boys; trousers and a light blouse or dress for girls.

Dress code requirements also apply to coaches, representatives and accompanying at competition
venues and at opening and closing ceremonies.

Participants must be present at the opening and closing ceremonies. In case of absence the closing
ceremony, participants lose all official awards. Awards will not be sent or transferred.

Participants are required to participate in events agreed by the organizers: photo and video shooting,
press conferences, meetings with the media, interviews, etc.;

All participants must have medical insurance for the period of competition.

5. Competition rules

Comepetitions are held according to the official IDF Game and Competition Rules.

Comepetitions are held according to the system of micro-matches from two games.

The system of conducting each stage of each competition (Swiss or Robin round) and the number of
rounds are established by the panel of arbiters depending on the number of participants.

Disciplines: Time controls:

Classic game 30’ + 15” for each participant until the end of the game; 5 minutes break
between games; record of moves is obligatory until the end of the game,
record of the games must be legible

Rapid 7’ + 3” for each participant until the end of the game

Blitz 3’ +2” for each participant until the end of the game
Draw of moves, obligatory in both games of the micro-match:

Juniors-boys up to 20 and 27 Official IDF tables (745 positions)
Juniors-girls up to 20 and 27 Official IDF table (150 positions)
Cadets (boys and girls) up to 14 and 17 Draw for first move of White
Hopes (boys and girls) up to 11 Without draw

Mini-hopes (boys and girls) up to 9 Without draw

6. Determination of the winners

Places of participants in each age group and in each discipline are determined by the highest total of
points scored. In case of equality of points for two or more participants, additional criteria are
established by the panel of arbiters in accordance with the Competition Regulations.

To determine places from 1 to 8, the results of no more than 4 participants from the country are
taken into account. The rest participants of this country, depending on the points scored, take places
from 9 and below if there are more than 8 participants, or there is a shift if there are less than 8
participants.

In each discipline, winners and prize-winners are determined among juniors (boys and girls) up to
27; juniors (boys and girls) up to 20; cadets (boys and girls) up to 17; junior cadets (boys and girls)
up to 14; hopes (boys and girls) up to 11, young hopes (boys and girls) up to 9 years old.

7. Awards

Winners and prize-winners in all disciplines and in all age groups are awarded with cups/awards,
official medals and diplomas.

8. Finance

8.1. Tournament fees

Tournament fee for each participant:

- 60 euros for participation in all three disciplines — Classic game, Blitz and Rapid,;
- 40 euros for participation in Classic game

- 20 euros for participation in Blitz

- 20 euros for participation in Rapid



Tournament fees must be paid in cash on the day of registration on October 20, 2023. Participants
who have not paid the tournament fee before the end of registration will not be allowed to compete.

8.2. Accommodation and meals

The Beach Club Doganay 5* Hotel is the official place for the accommodation of participants,
coaches and accompanying.

Accommodation of all participants, coaches and accompanying persons in the official hotel is
obligatory.

Booking of accommodation is held only through the organizer of the competition - the International
Draughts Federation (IDF). Participants who have not booked accommodation with the organizers
will not be allowed to compete.

The organizers provide accommodation and meals for players of national federations - IDF
members and invited players according to the approved list.

The organizers provide accommodation and meals from October 20 (lunch) to October 29
(breakfast) 2023 (total 9 days) for 6 participants from each country: one boy or one girl in age
groups up to 27, 20, 17, 14, 11, 9 years old, if there are 2 players or more in the age group (2 boys,
or 2 girls, or a boy and a girl, or more).

Their travel costs, as well as costs of accommodation, meals and travel of other participants,
coaches and accompanying pays by their sending organizations.

Players of younger ages, performing in older age groups, are not provided with accommodation and
meals.

Participants provided with accommodation and meals at the expense of the organizers are required
to participate in all three disciplines: Classic game, Rapid and Blitz.
